 children need when they are fleeing a violent home and they need to

 get to safety. And

 emotional need often comes from their Beloved

00:13:04.000 --> 00:13:07.000

 pets. And so pets provide the emotional

00:13:07.000 --> 00:13:10.000

 balance in our life. So there is an emotional

00:13:10.000 --> 00:13:14.000

 human animal bond component to the SAF-T

00:13:14.000 --> 00:13:17.000

 program. There's also a physical need to

00:13:17.000 --> 00:13:20.000

 just get to safety. And it's

00:13:20.000 --> 00:13:24.000

 getting everyone

00:13:24.000 --> 00:13:32.000

 to safety.

 And there is

00:13:35.000 --> 00:13:39.000

 a community need.

 Because when a community can recognize that animal

 abuse links with domestic violence and child abuse and

 can provide resources and reduce that barrier to 

00:13:50.000 --> 00:13:53.000

safety, that is a better community. So that's

 what we're going to be talking about. But I want to

 first briefly go into and believe me this is a 90

00:13:59.000 --> 00:14:03.000

 minute presentation all on its own. My legal

 specialty is in the link between family violence and animal

 abuse. And what you see on the screen,

 that's the link. That's what we see playing out in

 every community throughout this country as well as

00:14:18.000 --> 00:14:21.000

 internationally. And we have mechanisms for

 helping those homes, those communities that are dealing with

00:14:24.000 --> 00:14:29.000

 link related crimes. But the

00:14:29.000 --> 00:14:32.000

 foundation of the link and the foundation of the safety

00:14:32.000 --> 00:14:36.000

 program is recognizing that pets are

00:14:36.000 --> 00:14:39.000

 family. Because almost 85 million homes in the

00:14:39.000 --> 00:14:43.000

 United States have pets. That's 68%

00:14:43.000 --> 00:14:46.000

 of homes

00:14:46.000 --> 00:14:49.000

 have a pet. If you look at the 

00:14:49.000 --> 00:14:53.000

homes, 67% of them have children under the

00:14:53.000 --> 00:14:56.000

 age of 6. And 72% of those

00:14:56.000 --> 00:14:59.000

 homes have women as the primary

00:14:59.000 --> 00:15:03.000

 caretaker. This is really going to come into play when I

00:15:03.000 --> 00:15:06.000

 really talk about the bond that happens with animals and

00:15:06.000 --> 00:15:09.000

 why we need safe housing. But

00:15:09.000 --> 00:15:13.000

 then I look at the

00:15:13.000 --> 00:15:17.000

 overall numbers. 10 million women and men are

00:15:17.000 --> 00:15:20.000

 victims of interpersonal

00:15:20.000 --> 00:15:24.000

 violence. And approximately 674,000 children are

00:15:24.000 --> 00:15:27.000

 abused and neglected each year. When I look at these numbers,

00:15:27.000 --> 00:15:31.000

 and believe me I'm not a mathematician. I

00:15:31.000 --> 00:15:34.000

 seriously went to law school to avoid math. True 

00:15:34.000 --> 00:15:38.000

story. When I look at this, this is

00:15:38.000 --> 00:15:41.000

 at a minimum 6.8

00:15:41.000 --> 00:15:45.000

 million pets of domestic violence every year

00:15:45.000 --> 00:15:48.000

 who are in

00:15:48.000 --> 00:16:03.000

 harm's way.

00:16:03.000 --> 00:16:06.000

 And then we have just a little bit of 

00:16:06.000 --> 00:16:09.000

research that has been bubbling up

00:16:09.000 --> 00:16:12.000

 regarding domestic violence shelters. So the past two

00:16:12.000 --> 00:16:16.000

 decades, this has been a growing body of research. And the

00:16:16.000 --> 00:16:19.000

 numbers are really consistent throughout all the countries

00:16:19.000 --> 00:16:23.000

 on this planet. Some of the most

00:16:23.000 --> 00:16:26.000

 important studies have shown us that shelter women as

00:16:26.000 --> 00:16:29.000

 compared with women in the community

00:16:29.000 --> 00:16:32.000

 are nearly 11 times more likely to report their

00:16:32.000 --> 00:16:40.000

 partner had hurt or killed their pet. 

00:16:40.000 --> 00:16:44.000

 So we're

00:16:44.000 --> 00:16:47.000

 seeing that when there is violence in a home, pets are more

00:16:47.000 --> 00:16:50.000

 likely to be hurt, killed, threatened or 

00:16:50.000 --> 00:16:54.000

targeted. We have found that up to 

00:16:54.000 --> 00:16:57.000

65% of female victims of violence will

00:16:57.000 --> 00:17:01.000

 delay moving into a shelter or not move into a

00:17:01.000 --> 00:17:04.000

 shelter because they don't know what to do with their

00:17:04.000 --> 00:17:07.000

 pets. We're also finding that children are 8 times more likely

00:17:07.000 --> 00:17:10.000

 to become a violent offender simply from

00:17:10.000 --> 00:17:13.000

 witnessing animal abuse in the 

00:17:13.000 --> 00:17:17.000

home. There are all sorts of research on what

00:17:17.000 --> 00:17:21.000

 experiencing child abuse does to a child when it

00:17:21.000 --> 00:17:24.000

 comes to the trajectory of violence. There is

00:17:24.000 --> 00:17:28.000

 research on what exposure to

00:17:28.000 --> 00:17:31.000

 domestic violence does to children

00:17:31.000 --> 00:17:34.000

 but the trajectory for becoming violent is

00:17:34.000 --> 00:17:37.000

 more extreme and higher when children

00:17:37.000 --> 00:17:41.000

 witness animal abuse in the home.

00:17:41.000 --> 00:17:44.000

 Yet another reason why we have to get everyone safely out

00:17:44.000 --> 00:17:48.000

 of the home together. And there was even a study from a

00:17:48.000 --> 00:17:51.000

 couple years

00:17:51.000 --> 00:17:54.000

 ago where women were asked about their pets. This was 

00:17:54.000 --> 00:17:57.000

a shelter that did not accept pets.

00:17:57.000 --> 00:18:01.000

 And what the women overwhelmingly said was they

00:18:01.000 --> 00:18:04.000

 wanted to be asked about their pets at intake. When they

00:18:04.000 --> 00:18:08.000

 called the hotline, they wanted to be asked. They were not going to

00:18:08.000 --> 00:18:12.000

 offer the information. They wanted

00:18:12.000 --> 00:18:16.000

 to be asked. Over whether they

00:18:16.000 --> 00:18:22.000

 left their pet behind or whether they stayed behind with

00:18:22.000 --> 00:18:25.000

 their pet. And they wanted

00:18:25.000 --> 00:18:28.000

 their veterinary clinic to provide safe options.

00:18:28.000 --> 00:18:31.000

 They felt

00:18:31.000 --> 00:18:35.000

 even more helpless than they already

00:18:35.000 --> 00:18:38.000

 did. When it came time to

00:18:38.000 --> 00:18:41.000

 deciding do I save myself and sacrifice my pet

00:18:41.000 --> 00:18:47.000

 or do we all stay behind? That contributed to their

00:18:47.000 --> 00:18:52.000

 helplessness. So when I look at the

00:18:52.000 --> 00:19:01.000

 annual study

00:19:01.000 --> 00:19:04.000

study, there are the numbers on

00:19:04.000 --> 00:19:07.000

 the screen. They are pretty consistent year to

00:19:07.000 --> 00:19:11.000

 year. When I

00:19:11.000 --> 00:19:14.000

 look at the number that had unmet housing needs, I

00:19:14.000 --> 00:19:19.000

 ask the question how many of those were pet related? How many of those

00:19:19.000 --> 00:19:23.000

 seekers of health had pets and not able to get

00:19:23.000 --> 00:19:26.000

 into shelter? Because we know that 68% of American

00:19:26.000 --> 00:19:31.000

 homes have a pet, have at least

00:19:31.000 --> 00:19:35.000

 one pet. So we can do the math. We know

00:19:35.000 --> 00:19:38.000

 pets are in harm's way and

00:19:38.000 --> 00:19:41.000

 the reason why people are not

00:19:41.000 --> 00:19:45.000

 getting into shelter.  >> I'm sorry to interrupt 

00:19:45.000 --> 00:19:49.000

you. One question has come up

00:19:49.000 --> 00:19:53.000

 regarding some of the facts and Morgan is

00:19:53.000 --> 00:19:57.000

 asking in this stage do they

00:19:57.000 --> 00:20:01.000

 consider esa

00:20:01.000 --> 00:20:04.000

s or service under the pet? >>

 I'm going to be

00:20:08.000 --> 00:20:11.000

 getting to that.  >> Thank you.  >> They provide support

00:20:11.000 --> 00:20:14.000

 and comfort and security. If you've

00:20:14.000 --> 00:20:18.000

 ever had a bad day and came

00:20:18.000 --> 00:20:21.000

 home from work, your pet was there to help 

00:20:21.000 --> 00:20:25.000

you. They sit with you or lay on

00:20:25.000 --> 00:20:31.000

 top of you. They know how to help us and

00:20:31.000 --> 00:20:34.000

 comfort us. They reduce

00:20:34.000 --> 00:20:37.000

 stress and anxiety and give us greater life satisfaction.

00:20:37.000 --> 00:20:40.000

 They help us cope better

00:20:40.000 --> 00:20:43.000

 with loss and grief because that's what family violence is.

00:20:43.000 --> 00:20:47.000

 It's also of a life style that

00:20:47.000 --> 00:20:51.000

 you dreamed of and then grieving the loss

00:20:51.000 --> 00:20:54.000

 of that life.

00:20:54.000 --> 00:20:59.000

 And find a different

00:20:59.000 --> 00:21:02.000

 pathway. I think the

00:21:02.000 --> 00:21:05.000

 number is going up. But in the research

00:21:05.000 --> 00:21:08.000

 studies, less than half are actually asking families about

00:21:08.000 --> 00:21:13.000

 pets. If you don't ask, you don't know

00:21:13.000 --> 00:21:18.000

 how to help. So we know that

00:21:18.000 --> 00:21:21.000

 batterers who abuse pets use more dangerous forms

00:21:21.000 --> 00:21:28.000

 of violence than batterers who Donna

00:21:28.000 --> 00:21:31.000

 -- do not abuse 

00:21:31.000 --> 00:21:35.000

pets. So in all of my work at the national and

00:21:35.000 --> 00:21:39.000

 international level working with the FBI and

00:21:39.000 --> 00:21:43.000

 Department of Justice and through my work of national district attorney's

00:21:43.000 --> 00:21:48.000

 association, we are now even getting law

00:21:48.000 --> 00:21:51.000

 enforcement to understand and anyone who harms

00:21:51.000 --> 00:21:54.000

 an animal on a traffic General Electric that is pretty

00:21:54.000 --> 00:21:58.000

 scary for people and they are now taking it

00:21:58.000 --> 00:22:02.000

 seriously. But up

00:22:02.000 --> 00:22:05.000

 to 65%, delaying going

00:22:05.000 --> 00:22:12.000

 into shelter or they are staying behind because they don't know

00:22:12.000 --> 00:22:15.000

 what to do. This is

00:22:15.000 --> 00:22:19.000

 a barrier to safety. I keep coming

00:22:19.000 --> 00:22:22.000

 back to 68% of American

00:22:22.000 --> 00:22:26.000

 homes. If a shelter is unable to welcome a

00:22:26.000 --> 00:22:29.000

 client with a pet, a survivor with a 

00:22:29.000 --> 00:22:32.000

pet, you are not able to help 68% of

00:22:32.000 --> 00:22:35.000

 your community. And so my

00:22:35.000 --> 00:22:38.000

 work is all about helping understand this

00:22:38.000 --> 00:22:42.000

 dynamic of how pets play into

00:22:42.000 --> 00:22:45.000

 domestic violence and women's decision to leave.

00:22:45.000 --> 00:22:50.000

 A survivor's

00:22:50.000 --> 00:22:53.000

 decision to leave. I came up with the 

00:22:53.000 --> 00:22:56.000

safety program many years 

00:22:56.000 --> 00:22:59.000

ago. And the first written guidelines were launched in

00:22:59.000 --> 00:23:02.000

 2008. So this is a global initiative.

 I work worldwide with domestic violence

 shelters to figure out what's going to work with them. So

 first set of guidelines, I knew of four domestic

00:23:53.000 --> 00:23:56.000

 violence shelters in the world

 that were housing pets. And now, well over 250

00:24:00.000 --> 00:24:03.000

 and I still have about 60 to 70
